Dear Brother Knights, 

The 110th Annual State of Idaho Knights of Columbus Convention will be held in Lewiston, Idaho 

on the weekend of April 21, 22, & 23, 2017.  This year’s theme is "We Are the Domestic 

Church" and Lewiston Council#1024 will be the hosts. 

The convention meetings and guest accommodations are at The Red Lion Hotel, Lewiston, Id, 621 

21st St. Lewiston, ID. Entering Lewiston on US highway 95/12 cross the Clearwater Bridge, and 

take 21st street south, go one block and turn left.  The room rate is $90.00 plus tax for a premium 

king or a double-double room.  Reservations should be made directly with the hotel at (208) 799-

1000 or the Red Lion central reservation site at (800) 232-6730 and indicate you are attending the 

Idaho State Knights of Columbus Convention.  The room block and discount rate are only 

available until the March 21, 2017 deadline.  The reservations received after the cutoff date will be 

subject to space and rate availability.  

 

The Delegate Packets are $75 per Delegate/Alternate until April 1, 2017, after which the price will 

be $90. The Delegate Packet includes Saturday lunch, and dinner Friday and Saturday nights. 

Friday’s Dinner will be held at All Saints Catholic Church, 3330 14th street Lewiston, Id 83501. A 

map to the Church will be included in your registration packet.  The theme for Friday night’s 

dinner is “October Fest”, and attendees should come in German attire or business casual.  

Saturday’s formal Awards Dinner will be at the hotel in the Hotel Ballroom.  Appropriate dress is 

coat and tie or tuxedo. 

 

There are 3 choices for dinner on Saturday night: 

1) Bite size steak. Marinated sirloin char grilled, Demi wine sauce, Rice and chefs vegetable. 

2) Smoked Salmon Filet. Sauce Béarnaise, Scallop Potato’s, Chefs vegetable 

3) Risotto. Slow cooked Arborio rice topped with a springtime vegetables blend of zucchini, 

squash, mushrooms, sun-dried tomatoes and onions. 

All dinners will include rolls with butter, ice water, coffee, tossed green salad with choice of 

dressing and Chef’s choice desert.
